The organization and address should start in a separate line; include E-mail address for the presenting author.  Use MS Word, double spacing, font Times New Roman, point size:12pt (entire paper). Margins: 1 inch top and bottom, 1.25 inches right and 1 inch left. Tables should be in MS Word, Figures can be .jpg .tif .xls or MS Word documents.  Paper should be given to Michelle Cram in the form of a CD or send electronically via email.
